SUBJECT: Let Your Green Show Awareness Campaign — Phase 2

At the June 5, 2012 Environmental Advisory Committee (EAC) meeting, a Corporate Report
“outlining the details of the Let Your Green Show campaign was received by EAC. At that
meeting, EAC endorsed the campaign and agreed to help champion implementation of the
awareness campaign by encouraging residents to help turn Mississauga green and their
neighbourhood win the Greenest Ward Award.

EAC members helped launch Phase 1 of the campaign on July 1, 2012 at the Canada Day event
in Celebration Square,

At the November 6, 2012 EAC meeting, EAC received an update regarding the results of Phase 1 of
the campaign and Ward 1 residents were congratulated on being the recipients of the Greenest Ward
Award.

Campaign Phases

The campaign was developed by the City of Mississauga and Region of Peel to motivate
residents to adopt environmental behaviours found in the Living Green Master Plan and Peel
Climate Change Strategy. Designed to engage residents in existing programs, the campaign was
developed with three themes using a phased approach to implementation to take advantage of
seasonal programs, activities and the availability of support tools and resources. The three
phases/themes and implementation dates are listed below.

1. Phase 1 - Eat local/Grow local (July 1, 2012 — October 31, 2012)

2. Phase 2 - Use less water (March 22, 2013 — August 31, 2013}

3. Phase 3 - Give your car a break (Fall 2013)
Ph;dse 1 was launched only in Mississauga. Over 500 residents pérticii)ated resulting in over 600
actions. Phase 2 and Phase 3 will be launched Region-wide with support of the remaining Peel

Climate Change Strategy partners, City of Brampton, Town of Caledon, Credit Valley
Conservation and Toronto and Region Conservation. '
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The Greenest Ward Award

Residents of each municipality are encouraged to register multiple actions throughout each phase
of the campaign to benefit both the environment and help their neighbourhood win the Greenest
Ward Award.

While individuals can only earn one greenback per campaign phase, additional actions registered
per individual will contribute to turning a map of either Mississauga, Brampton or Caledon green
and to help turn their respective ward the greenest (i.e., achieve the greatest participation rate).
At the end of each phase, the greenest ward in Mississauga will be celebrated and recognized at
Council.

Phase 2 — Use Less Water

Environment Division staff, Community Services Department, will bring a Corporate Report to
General Committee on March 20, 2013 outlining updates to the campaign for Phase 2. Region of
Peel staft will present the details of Phase 2 to Regional Council on March 21, 2013. A public
event to launch Phase 2 will be held on March 22, 2013 at Port Credit Memonal Arena. This
event will also celebrate the success of Phase 1.

Phase 2 of the campaign will work exactly the same as Phase 1, with a brand new set of easy
environmental actions for residents to undertake and a brand new list of incentives or
“greenbacks” to reward residents for taking action,
In Phase 2 — Use Less Water, residents will pick from the following list of actions:

1. Install a high efficiency showerhead

2. Grow a plant that requires little water

3. Install a water-efficient toilet

4. Use arain barrel

5. Check your home for leaks

Resources will be provided on the website to educate residents on how to complete each of the
above actions and why completing the actions is important.

Once an action is selected, residents pick from the list of greenbacks. The list of available
greenbacks is a combination of both discount coupons redeemable at a variety of venues that
support core actions (purchased by the campaign) and items sponsored (provided in-kind) by
community program partners. The number of sponsored greenbacks available at any given time
will be directly related to the number of in-kind donations secured throughout the campaign.
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With the support from the partners, the list of greenbacks for Phase 2 has grown in number from
Phase 1. Greenback sponsors for Phase 2 include all of the partners, EcoSource, Grown in Peel,
Glen Echo Nurseries and other community partners.

New for Phase 2 is that some greenbacks will be available to all Region of Peel residents, while
others will only be available to residents of a specific municipality within the Region of Peel. For
example, users registering with a Mississauga postal code will only be able to choose from
greenbacks offered to residents of Mississauga.

The partners will continue to add to the list of available greenbacks in each phase. This will serve
to encourage residents to return to the site and participate in future phases of the campaign as
well as expand community partnerships.

Greenbacks for Phase 2 confirmed to date are:

1. $5 off the purchase of produce and more at the Caledon Farmers” Market.

2. Complimentary pass to a City of Brampton Community Centre.

3. Free clean up kit including biodegradable garbage bags, recycling bags and gloves from
the City of Brampton.

4. An assortment of four (4) free vegetable seed packets and an organic vegetable gardening
fact sheet from EcoSource.

5. Free family swim pass to the Town of Caledon’s Recreation Centres.

6. Free family day pass to a Conservation Area in the Region of Peel and at Terra Cotta and
Island Lake Conservation Areas.

7. Free Slngle Day Pass for two (2) people to a Mississauga Community Centre.

8. Free rain barrel.

9. $10 off the purchase of plants that require little water with a minimum purchase of $15
from a designated nursery. '

Greenbacks will be limited to one per individual for each phase of the campaign. However,
residents will be encouraged to re-visit the website often to select additional actions for the chance
to win in a monthly draw and track their neighbourhood’s progress in the greenest ward challenge.

Budget

Overall campaign development and implementation costs for 2013 are being cost shared between
the Region of Peel and the City of Mississauga with the other campaign partners covering any
additional costs associated with the expanded program. The combination of experience gained in
Phase 1 and an increased number of community partners established for Phase 2, has enabled staff
to build a stronger tactical plan, supported by a greater reach into the community and the offering of
more incentives for residents to take action at no additional cost to Mississauga. Mississauga s
contribution to implementation of Phase 2 and Phase 3 of the campaign in 2013 is budgeted at
$20,000 and will be funded from the approved 2013 Budget.

Marketing

Many of the same marketing tactics will be used in Phase 2 by the City of Mississauga. Similar
tactics will be used by each municipality in the Region of Peel as appropriate. One of the most
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successful tactics from Phase 1 was the use of volunteer environmental ambassadors at the Farmers’
Markets. For Phase 2, volunteers will continue to be out at community events, however, for Phase 2
they will have tablets enabling them to register residents on the spot.

Earth Hour 2013 will take place from 8:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. on Saturday, March 23. The
following outlines plans for the City’s participation and what is new for 2013.

Background

Earth Hour, an annual event to promote action against climate change, originated in Sydney,
Australia in 2007. Created by the World Wildlife Fund (WWF), Earth Hour became a global
movement in 2008. Involvement in Earth Hour can include both turning off (nonessential) l1ghts
for the hour as well as encouraging others to take part.

The City has participated in Earth Hour since 2008. In addition to promoting Earth Hour to staff
and the public, the City’s participation has involved lighting and energy consumption reductions in
City facilities, along with a central event hosted at the Civic Centre in 2010. In 2011, with the

- Environmental Advisory Committee’s (EAC) approval, the City implemented a community based
event approach. This approach focussed on taking Earth Hour out to the neighbourhood level and
engaged community partners such as community centres and libraries to integrate Earth Hour into
existing programs. The City used a similar approach in 2012.

Goals

The Earth Hour movement has shifted its focus from being all about the hour, to encouraging
people to go beyond the hour and take actions to live more sustainably every day. The goals for
the City’s participation in Earth Hour 2013 support this direction and seek to achieve the
following objectives: :

¢ Encouraging employees, residents and businesses to participate in Earth Hour;
¢ Increasing overall awareness of climate change and lifestyle changes resulting in ongoing
energy conservation at home and at work;

¢ Encouraging as many employees and residents as possible to go beyond the hour and
participate in Earth Hour’s “T Will If You Will” Campaign (Linked to Let Your Green
Show); and

e Helping Mississauga residents take ongoing actions to help the environment.

Partners and Sponsors

The Environment Division, Community Services Department, is working with community
partners Enersource, Bullfrog Power, Toronto and Region Conservation - Partners in Project
Green, as well as City libraries, community centres, and the Communications Division,
Corporate Services Department, to promote Earth Hour 2013 to the citizens of Mississauga.

Lighting and Energy Reductions in City Facilities

In 2013, City facilities will implement actions done in previous years to reduce lighting and
energy use during Farth Hour.

Promotion

Bujldjng on the successes of last year’s campaign, staff are planning a targeted campaign leading
up to Earth Hour 2013. This year’s promotional campaign involves a variety of communication
tactics including;

Using social media such as Facebook, Twitter and/or YouTube;

Messaging on electronic sign boards;

Running Earth Hour screen savers in all library locations,

Posting content on the City’s and partner websites;

Displaying Earth Hour pledge boards at all City libraries;

Issuing media releases before and afier the event;

Posting to the City’s Living Green blog;

Distributing kids Earth Hour colouring and act1v1ty pages at libraries;

Involving local business by working with Partners in Project Green and the Mississauga

Board of Trade;

¢ Having City fitness mstructors deliver reminders during fitness classes the week leading up
to Earth Hour;

e Including Earth Hour messaging in partner e-newsletiers and events calendars; and

e Liaising with both local school boards.

I Will If You Will

New for 2013 is the City’s participation in the “T Will If You Will” campaign. This will help
cross promote the Let Your Green Show campaign.

I Will If You Will (IWIYW) is a WWF International Earth Hour campaign that uses a dedicated
YouTube platform to empower people to share a personal challenge with the world to help create
a sustainable future. City staff are working with the Mayor to participate in this campaign. The
Mayor will pledge to do something if 500 Mississauga residents sign up for the Let Your Green
Show (LYGS) campaign. The IWIYW campaign would launch with Phase 2 of LYGS on March
22,2013, and will extend beyond Earth Hour.

Councillor Chris Fonseca

My name is Danish Sarwar. I live in Mississauga. I am writing to you because I am deeply
concerned about climate change and the future of our earth. We have changed the basic
chemistry of our planet and we are running out of time to avoid catastrophe.

In 2611 we emitted 31.6 Gigatons of carbon dioxide - a 3% increase over the year before.
Scientists say we can now emit only 565 more Gigatons until we reach the 2°C limit
established in Copenhagen in 2009. This gives us only 16 years to dramatically alter our
course. We desperately need something to shake us out of our sense of complacency,

This is where you can help change the course of human history.

Our municipality can use its licensing powers to pass a by-law that requires gascline
retailers to place warning labels on gas pump nozzles. These labels would advise consumers of
the harms associated with the consumption of fossil fuels and would be similar to those found
on tobacco packaging. Please visit www.ourhorizon.org to learn more about the by-law and to
get access to the legal opinion for our jurisdiction.

The warning labels link cause and effect right at the point of purchase. Their use con the
nozzle takes a problem of diffuse origins and locates responsibility right in the palm of
your hand. The image itself can bring far away consequences - like famine, extinction of
species and extreme weather - into the here and now. The labels also internalize and
communicate cost in a qualitative way to engage our sense of humanity in a way that a 1@-cent
price increase at the pump never could.
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This idea is a game-changer. It’s the simple sticker that has the potential to change the
world.

The labels will cause some citizens to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions and, more
importantly, they will shift our collective willingness to act on this issue and allow for
meaningful change.

Passing this by-law will create a global precedent that will rapidly spread throughout the
world. Years from now, historians may one day point to you, a handful of your brave
colleagues, and our community as the spot that forever changed the course of human history.
Please stand on guard for our earth.
